2012 PGA/USGA Rules of Golf Workshop Schedule REGISTRATION 
Registration for workshops is on a fi rst-come, fi rst-serve basis.  Once a workshop site is fully enrolled it will close and no further 
enrollments for that site will be taken.  There are no waiting lists for closed sites.  If the site you want to attend is closed, in order to 
attend a workshop, you will have to register for a workshop at another site. 
All workshop communications will be by e-mail, which is why everyone is required to provide an e-mail address at the time of regis-
tration. Registration fees for workshops are: 
 •$300 for 3 ½-Day Rules Workshops 
 •$150 for 2-Day Rules Workshops 
 •$100 for exam only registration (10 exam-only seats are available at each 3 ½-day workshop on a 1st-come,1st-serve basis). 
The workshop registration fee must be paid at the time of registration with a credit card (Master Card, Visa, AmEx or Discover).  
After you have registered, the USGA will e-mail you: •a confi rmation receipt and  a fact sheet with information detailing the location 
of the workshop site, local transportation options, hotel(s) where rooms have been locked, information on room pricing and how to 
make a reservation, if desired.

2011 SEASON FINALE
 
Fifty-fi ve members participated in the various 
competitions.  Recognition pins were distributed 
to those who requested them.  Gift certicates were 
distributed to the top winners in the Birdie race, 
Chip-In race, Most Rounds Played and Lowest 
Net Average for the season.
 
Birdie Race:  There were 25 ladies who recorded 
a total of 105 Birdies!  That amazing number is 
nearly double the number of Birdies recorded last 
season.  Two holes, #9 and #17 had no Birdies.  
Hole #13, once again, was the most popular with 
16 Birdies.  There were 12 Birdies on #3 and 10 
on #5.  The winner in this race was Mary Ryan 
with 12 Birdies, followed closely by Linda Pear-
son with 11.  Kellie Molzhon recorded 9 Birdies.
 
Chip-In Race:  Thirty members recorded 45 chip-
ins this year.  Hole #14 collected the most with a 
total of 8. Hole #7, along with hole #18 recorded 4 
each.  Holes #4 and #16 were the only two with no 
chip-ins.   There was a two-way tie for 1st place 
with Mary Powers and Cheryl Lienesch having 4 
each.  2nd place was also a two-way tie with Mary 
Ryan and Laura Risher recording 3 each.
 
Most Rounds Played:  Fifty-fi ve ladies submitted 
their scores for this category.  Mary Powers was 
the winner with 20 rounds.  There was a three-way 
tie for 2nd place with Lynne Crandall, Doris Pile-
malm and Cheryl Lienesch with 18 rounds each.
 
Lowest Net Average: The winner for the lowest 
net average for the season was Chris May with 
69.8.  Doris Pilemalm placed 2nd with 70.5.  Kel-
lie Molzhon took 3rd with 71.2.  All three of these 
averages were 2 points less than those posted last 
year.
 
We had 12 ladies scoring their personal best scores 
this year.  Eight of these were posted during the 
Club Championships!  We have experienced a 
real upgrade in achievements this season which 
is inspiring and motivating for all our members.
